1. How to memorize and meditate on scripture most effectively

· When is the best time to memorize.  Pick the best time for you when you can concentrate with the least distractions. Use spare time through the day to revue your verse.

· Memorize word perfectly.  This will help insure you have memorized the verse. It will also give you more confidence when sharing the verse with others.

· Which translation is best to memorize?  This is up to you but it is best not to mix translations.  I like king James because the strange wording makes it easier for me to remember the exact wording of the verse.

2. How to apply in your life the verses you memorize.

· Associate the verses you memorize with topics.

The Topics help you understand the meaning of the verse.

The topics give you mental hooks to hang the verse on.

series b  "Proclaim Christ."

3. How to review the verses so you will always recall them.

· Memorize the first one, then the second one while continuing to review the first one. Continue to review all previous verses while you learn new ones.

4. How to continue memorizing after you finish the course.

· As you study note verses that you feel you should know.  Decide what topic they fit and make your own cards.  Include these with the ones you have already learned.
